PROGRAMS REQUIRED FOR E-MAIL OVER HAM RADIO

To run E-mail over Ham radio several (free) programs are required on the

computer.  The following programs need to be downloaded from the indicated 

internet sites and saved to your hard drive (i.e. Desktop or where ever.)

What you download is the installer for the programs.  Later, in the next

assignment we'll start installing them one or two at a time.  If you go

ahead and install on your own - you are on your own until we catch up!

NOTE: Win98 computers do not need and cannot use all these programs.  Be

sure to only install those required for your operating system.

     Packet programs and support programs -

Get all these though you may not yet have a TNC/Radio for packet.

For general packet use, I recommend Winpack.  It is free and will allow a

range of capabilities - keyboarding, file sending, capturing, etc.  We

install Winpack on all the computers we help put on packet.  You can

download it here:

http://www.winpack.org.uk/

Scroll down the page for the software section and download and save

Winpack Full Install Version 6.80 (The LAST Version available) 2.12mb

You can download the direct install version or an install version on two

floppies.

Then get AGW Packet Engine (AGW PE) Free - not the pay for version AGW PE

Pro.  Get it here:

http://www.elcom.gr/sv2agw/inst.htm

Scroll down the page and get AGW Packet Engine

download AGWPE.zip

 Then get Airmail here

http://www.siriuscyber.net/ham/

and download  Airmail 3.2 Ham Client complete install

There is also a download for floppies if needed.

Win98 stops here - go to REPORT below.

The last three are for Win2000 and XP operating systems only.

If your computer runs Win2000 or newer you will need the following:

Microsoft .NET Framework Version 1.1 Redistributable Package

To determine if it is already on the Win2000 or XP computer go to

Start/Control Panel/Add or Remove Programs.  When the list is populated,

look for 

Micro Soft .NETFRAMEWORK 1.1.

If not there, then do a Google search for

MS DOT Net framework

Then download and save the file to your desktop (or your favorite place.)

(the file name is dotnetfx.exe)

You can go ahead and run the Install for this - it is fully automatic and

becomes part of the operating system.

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E-MAIL ASSIGNMENT #3 - Installing and configuring the Winpack Program

(Windows 95, 98, 2000, XP)  No TNC required.

POSTED - Sunday December 4, 2005

INFORMATION:  Winpack is a general purpose packet program that you will use

to do basic testing of TNCs and local packet networks  It has a lot of power

for those who want to do more with packet radio in general, such as keyboard

chat (hams invented that in the early 80s!,) BBS browsing, file transfers,

etc.  However, this type of packet activity has all but disappeared in the

US since internet e-mail became common in the mid 90s.  For this course, we

will configure Winpack for use with a TNC in cmd: (native) mode and for use

with Paclink AGW for those computers running Win2000 or XP.  Assignments in

this course will not cover configurations for or other applications of

Winpack - of which there are many.  If you have a favorite terminal program

you may use it for our purposes, but you will need a terminal program that

is AGW PE compliant such as Winpack if you are running Win2000 or XP.

SYSTEM REQUIREMENTS:

Computer running Win95, 98, 2000 or XP operating system.  Working comport

(1 through 8) if - when - a TNC is available.

Winpack wpsfx680.exe (or two floppy disks for install.)

OPERATOR REQUIREMENTS:

Completion of Assignment #2 - All programs downloaded from the internet and

saved to local computer.

INSTALLING WINPACK

1.  Run wpsfx680.exe (or SETUP.exe from #1 floppy.)

 START/RUN - browse to wpsfx680.exe or just double click on wpsfx680.exe

2.  Take all defaults - otherwise you are on your own for later problems.

This should install in c:/winpack and require minimal intervention on your

part.  It is not part of the c:/program files system on Windows 2000/XP.

3.  When the program group comes up make a shortcut and place Winpack V6.8 on

the desktop.  If this is not obvious, go to c:/winpack and make a shortcut

for packet.exe to the desktop.  (NOTE:  Several hams have reported this

program not running from a desktop shortcut - but this has not been a common

occurrence.)

CONFIGURING WINPACK

NOTE:  Winpack has a "nag meter" that appears unless you have paid for a

registered copy.  Just say OK in the window if needed and move on.

Otherwise, the program is full-featured.  The author is now a SK, but his

friends continue with the website and will accept a registration payment

that I believe goes to a cancer research cause.  Refer to the website for

details http://www.winpack.org.uk/

1.  Start Winpack from the desktop shortcut/icon or from

     c:/winpack/packet.exe

2.  Across the top row click on OPTIONS/Personal BBS Info

3.  The only field that is a MUST is the callsign field.  Be certain the

     callsign you want to use on packet as a keyboarder is in that field.

     Click  OKAY

4.  OPTIONS /Comms Setup - This is where you configure for the TNC if you

      have one:

         4a. Baud Rate - This is the serial port speed between the computer

               and the TNC.

         4b. Data Bits 8; Stop Bits - 1; Parity NONE

         4c  Com Port - This is the serial or comport number being used by

               the TNC.

NOTE: If you need a comport number greater than 4, successive right clicks

on the field "Com 4" will reveal comports 5 through 8 and return to 4.

         4d HOST MODE - (bottom right corner) Use the pull-down menu to

             observe the choices.  For now leave this on NONE for cmd:

             (Native) mode.

             Click OKAY

5.  Across the top click on ACTIONS - Click on Auto BBS Disable and leave it

with a check mark in front.

Winpack is now installed for keyboard use once a TNC/Radio are installed and

the OPTIONS/Com Setup menu is configured for the comport.

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E-MAIL ASSIGNMENT #4- Installing and configuring the Airmail Program and

making your first WL2K connection.  (Windows 95, 98, 2000, XP)  No TNC

required.

POSTED - Tuesday December 6, 2005

Last Modified Thursday December 8, 2005 2030E

INFORMATION:  Airmail is a complete stand-alone package for e-mail over Ham

Radio for either HF PacTOR or Packet (ostensibly on VHF or UHF.)  It

contains a complete message management system, address book, etc., and an

"Outlook Express Look-alike" E-mail Client.  The Airmail program was

originally written for HF and is the mainstay program for all remote user

access on HF, as well as for many users of commercial e-mail services such

as Sail Mail. An accompanying HF propagation program may be integrated to

provide those inexperienced with HF help with links from distant points to

WL2K e-mail servers called Participating Mail Box Operators (PMBO) which

will soon be re-designated as Remote Mail Servers (RMS.)

NOTE:  Airmail's Packet Client is not yet AGW PE compliant, but should be

sometime soon. (The AGW TNC selection is in there now, but is not active.)

Airmail does not yet support integrating messages in another E-mail Client

such as Outlook Express, Outlook, etc., but that too may be added with some

future release.  Airmail does not support -SSIDs but that will be added.

Airmail does not support nested packet connect scripts.  The present scheme

for making packet connections is somewhat awkward for the experienced

packetter, but should not adversely affect making connections once

understood.

SYSTEM REQUIREMENTS:

Computer running Win95, 98, 2000 or XP operating system, ON THE INTERNET.

Working comport (1 through 6) if - when - a Data Controller/TNC is

     available.

amhc32035.exe (or two floppy disks for install.)

OPERATOR REQUIREMENTS:

Completion of Assignment #3 - All programs downloaded from the internet and

     saved to local computer.

INFORMATION:  It is necessary to establish an e-mail account

(yourcall@winlink.org) using an RF or telnet link to a PMBO before being

able to use the WL2k e-mail system.

The very first time you link to a PMBO your e-mail account will be

registered.  However, you will not be able to received e-mail from this

account until you first SEND an e-mail from this account to any legitimate

e-mail address (in a subsequent assignment!)

What call sign should you use for YOUR WL2K account? In packet networking

each amateur radio call sign may support up to 16 individual calls (i.e.

packet stations) on a single frequency within the radio horizon.  This is

effected by the use of a Secondary Station IDentifier (SSID) made by the

call sign followed by a dash and a numeral from 0 -15.  The base call  -0 is

understood when there is no -n used.  Examples of calls are

N4ABC

N4ABC-1

N4ABC-6

At the present time, Airmail does not support SSIDs, so if you are going to

use Airmail you must use your standard call w/o an SSID for this exercise.

Your resulting e-mail address will be yourcall@winlink.org.  There will be

more information later regarding SSIDs with WL2K.

INSTALLING AIRMAIL -

1.  Run amhc32035.exe (or amdisk1.exe from #1 floppy.)

      START/RUN - browse to amhc32035.exe or just double click on

      amhc32035.exe.

2.  Take all defaults - otherwise you are on your own for later problems.

This should install in c:/program files/airmail and be quite straightforward.

3.  A shortcut to Airmail3 will be on your desktop.  If this is not obvious,

    go to c:/program files/airmail and make a shortcut for airmail.exe to the desktop.

CONFIGURING AIRMAIL

NOTE:  When Airmail starts it is ready to be configured for HF PacTOR, vhf

Packet, or a Telnet Client.  It is not necessary for an HF data terminal or

a packet TNC to be connected to the computer while configuring.

1.  Start Airmail from the desktop shortcut/icon.

2.  Across the top row click on TOOLS/OPTIONS/

            AIRMAIL OPTIONS SCREEN

CONNECTIONS TAB -This for HF PacTOR only and will not be configured at

     this time.

If you need this, join http://groups.yahoo.com/group/airmail2000 and ask for

     help.

3. Click on SETTINGS Tab Put your call letters in HAM Callsign Then APPLY

4. Click on MODULES tab

      3a, Enable Terminal Window, VHF Packet Client, and Telnet Client

      3b. All three should default to Show in Task Bar.

5. Click on SETUP to the right of VHF Packet Client.

PACKET SETTINGS SCREEN -

Connection (left side) This screen is where you select the TNC type, comport

and comport baud rate if/when you have a TNC attached to the computer.

Port Settings - This is where you will set the tnc packet parameters.

We will not configure this section in this assignment.  If you need this,

join http://groups.yahoo.com/group/airmail2000 and ask for help

For now - click on

     CANCEL

then

     APPLY

then 

     OK

which will take you back to the main Airmail [Message Index] Screen.

NOTE:  Airmail is now installed and ready to be configured for a data

terminal on HF or a TNC on VHF packet.

Across the top click on MODULES then Telnet Client

This brings up the Telnet Client screen.

Across the top click on NEW which brings up the Telnet Settings Window.

In this window you will configure this Telnet Client for targeting a PMBO

Telnet Server to which you want to connect via the internet.  Many PMBOs

offer this service.  Three that do are N0IA (FL), K4CJX (TN), and KN6KB

(FL.)

6.  Fill in the screen with the following parameters for one of these

     stations, using the PMBO's call where 'call' appears below:

Do NOT check off the box "Include in Auto Check"

Check the files section for "PMBO Telnet Servers" for a list of PMBOs that

offer Telnet Servers. 

Click on OKAY to be returned to the Telnet Client Screen

MAKING YOUR FIRST WL2K CONNECTION

Note that the PMBO call you used for the Remote Callsign in the last section

is now in the Connect to: Window.  If you have setup more than one Telnet

Server to use you may select the one you want with the pull-down arrow.

7.  Select the Telnet Server you want to use.

To the left of the Connect to: window are four Icons:

    Green "Go" light

    Red "Stop" light

    Handshake icon

    Keyboard icon

8. Be sure the handshake icon is highlighted.

9. Click on the Green GO light and watch the screen.

If all is okay, you have just been registered with yourcall@winlink.org.

NOTE: You will not be able to receive e-mails until you have sent an e-mail

using the account yourcall@winlink.org  That is in the next exercise.

10. Take Airmail down.

NOTE: If you have an HF data terminal or TNC and want to configure them

consult airmail2000 yahoo group if you need help right away.  (It is likely

such help can be avaialble on this group once we get past the last

assignment that fulfills the goal of this group.

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E-MAIL ASSIGNMENT #5-Sending your first e-mail using Airmail.

POSTED - Wednesday December 7, 2005

Estimated Time: One 15-minute session, and an hour later, another 15 minute 

session.

INFORMATION:  It is necessary to send that first e-mail message using the 

account yourcall@winlink.org before continuing with these assignments.  Even 

if you have already done that please continue with this exercise.

Meanwhile... - Do you have spam block set up on your main commercial e-mail 

account?  If so, it is recommended you put the domain @winlink.org on the 

safe or white list in order to not have messages bounce back to your WL2K 

account.  Unless you do this you will not be able to receive e-mail into 

your regular e-mail account from winlink accounts - and it may be 

yourcall@winlink trying to get through!

SYSTEM REQUIREMENTS:

Computer on the internet with Airmail Telnet Client configured; 

MS Internet Explorer browser.

OPERATOR REQUIREMENTS:

Current Amateur Radio license; Completion of Assignment #4.

SENDING AN E-MAIL MESSAGE FROM AIRMAIL

Start Airmail from the desktop shortcut/icon.

This brings up the Airmail [Message Index] screen.  This is where you will 

start any new e-mail message.

1.  Click on FILE/NEW - that brings up the Airmail E-mail Client and the 

Address Book window.

2. In the Address Book click on NEW - This brings up the Address Properties 

window.

3. In the NAME field at the top enter "yourcall at home" w/o the quotes 

(where yourcall is your call!)

4. In the TO field enter your commercial e-mail address to get e-mail at 

home.

5. In the OPTIONS - Post VIA field enter "WL2K"

6.  In the upper right corner click OK

That takes you back to the Address Book window.

7. Highlight "yourcall at home" and click on OK.

This takes you to the Airmail E-mail Client ready for entry of an e-mail. 

The TO field should look like this:

TO: "yourcall at home" <your email address at home>

8. In the cc: enter N0IA-11@winlink.org; N4ZZO-2@winlink.org

9. In the Subject field enter Assignment #5 (your call)

NOTE: Please use the precise phrase in the Subject "Assignment #5" 

(There is a space before the #.)

10.  In the large lower window enter any comments you may have as text for 

this e-mail.

11.  Confirm that in the far right end of the TO line the POST VIA field has 

WL2K in it.

12.  Along the top row of icons, right under Tools is a mailbox icon. 

Click on the Mailbox Icon.  That will POST the message to the Airmail Outbox 

- ready to send the next time Airmail links to a PMBO

If you have not been returned to the OUTBOX- click on it on the left side of 

the screen.

You will see the message header with the mailbox icon in front of it.  That 

signifies that it is ready the next time you link to a PMBO.

You should be at the Airmail [Message Index] window.

NOTE: Your computer must be on the internet to complete this exercise.

13.  Across the top click on MODULES/Telnet Client

14. Select your favorite PMBO Telnet server in the Connect to: window

15. Click on the Green Go button when you are ready to send the message.

Watch the screen!

Your message should be sent.

16.  After ten minutes or so (be patient) go to your conventional e-mail 

account and poll - you should receive the message from yourcall@winlink.org.

If you get the message you may proceeded to SETTING UP YOUR WL2K E-MAIL 

WEBMAIL ACCOUNT (but don't forget to come back here!)

17.  Wait an hour or so after step 16 (be patient) then return and repeat 

steps 13, 14, and 15.

Within an hour you should receive a message from N0IA-11@winlink.org and one 

from N4ZZO-2@winlink.org.   Wait until you receive either the message in 

your commercial account or these two messages before continuing with this 

exercise.

NOTE: Because these two messages come from Winlink accounts with -SSIDS they 

will not end up in your Airmail INBOX but in the TRANSIT folder. (I assume 

that once Airmail can handle SSIDs that will not be the case.)

SETTING UP YOUR WL2K E-MAIL WEBMAIL ACCOUNT

Point your IE browser to www.winlink.org

Scroll down to Message Access on left side and click.

Click on 

"For Microsoft Internet Explorer Users only:"

Click on

"Be sure to sign out when leaving WEB message

 access.   Need help?   Click here..."

Study the section "Instructions for Using WEB Access to Winlink 2000 Messages" 

to learn as much as you need about web mail at WL2K, the click on Register

Fill out the form that is presented and click on Enter New Password

HOW IT WORKS - As with most high technology, WL2K is quite complex.  However 

from a remote user perspective who has the programs configured, there is 

only one goal: to transfer and receive internet e-mail through WL2K:  To do 

this the user must make a connection to a WL2K PMBO.  You have just done 

that using the Telnet Client over the internet.  Now that you have an 

account, take time to review how this is done over the air. Here you will 

find a short MS Power Point show that will provide that review. 

http://www.winlink.org   Scroll down on the left to EmergencyComm then 

Scroll down to the PRESENTATIONS table and click on Sample simple Animated 

Presentation by bud, N0IA.  The self-running show runs about 3 minutes.

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E-MAIL ASSIGNMENT #6-Installing the Post Office program, establishing the 

base WL2K E-mail account/identity for this Paclink AGW computer, and 

creating the corresponding e-mail account in Outlook Express (OE.)

POSTED - Wednesday December 14, 2005

Estimated Time: 20-30 minutes after reading the introductory information.

First a short tutorial on how Post Office, Paclink AGW, and the WL2K Central 

Message Server (CMS) work together to provide services as a local e-mail 

server on your Paclink AGW computer.

Your Win2000 or XP computer will be an e-mail server for all WL2K e-mail 

accounts on this computer except the one you created in Airmail.  The Post 

Office program is the server, and the Paclink AGW program provides the link 

to the AGW Packet Engine, both to be installed later.

Post office manages WL2K e-mail accounts on this computer (except for the 

Airmail account if it is also installed.)  When an account is configured in 

Post Office, the computer should be on the internet. The purpose for this is 

to automatically register the account name with the WL2K CMS. (You have 

already done this for the Airmail account.)  Additionally, a folder with 

that account name is generated in c:\program files\packlink\accounts.

Incoming e-mail files for all Post Office accounts for this machine are 

temporarily stored in the corresponding folder for that account.  All 

outgoing e-mail files are temporarily stored in the 

c:\program files\packlink\pending folder.

When an e-mail is composed in Outlook Express and the message SENT, the flow 

is from Outlook Express Outbox to c:\program files\paclink\pending  - 

instantaneously as all this is happening at machine speed in the computer. 

This is the equivalent of the message leaving the outbox and going to your 

internet server to start its journey, except in our case the message has not 

yet left the computer.

INFORMATION: The base account in Post Office establishes the @winlink.org 

identity and e-mail address for the computer.  The base account must be a 

legitimate ham radio call sign, w/ or w/o an -SSID. Paclink AGW uses the 

base account ham call for station ID. This ham call is recognized by the 

Winlink CMS as being associated with the Post Office base account and will 

forward all e-mail for this address to this computer.

In practice, most deployments (i.e. a shelter assignment) could be fully 

supported with only the base account. In such cases, the ham radio computer 

would be used to exchange e-mail with any local or distant e-mail address 

using the base account. So long as there are not too many different served 

agencies (with attendant tasks/agendas) involved at the tactical site with 

the base account this will work fine. Once there are several served agency 

representatives at the site utilizing this ham radio server, it is best if 

each served agency has its own @winlink.org identity, 

(i.e.<accountname>@winlink.org.)  This is effected by establishing tactical 

accounts in Post Office - in a subsequent assignment.

NOTE: Those with Win95/98 will not be able to do this assignment, but need 

to be familiar with the information.

SYSTEM REQUIREMENTS:

Win2000 or XP computer on the internet with Post Office installed and 

Outlook Express or compliant e-mail client available. Post Office installer 

executable downloaded during Assignment #2. The file name is Paclink 

Postoffice 2. 0.1.4 install.exe or later.

OPERATOR REQUIREMENTS:

Current Amateur Radio license; Completion of Assignment #5.

Pre-installation notes:

(1) If you have a previous version of Post Office that is earlier than 

version 2.1.0.0 (Oct 11, 2005) you must first use START- Control Panel - Add 

or Remove Programs and REMOVE Post Office.  (Your previous local 

configurations will be saved.)  Check the existing version of Post Office by 

clicking on the Post Office main window: FILES/About.

(2) Unless you have had a lot of experience unzipping install.exe files, it 

is suggested you create a new folder on the C: drive named HOLD - or 

something empty you can remember - to be able to find the unzipped files 

during installation!

(3) A NOTE ABOUT PASSWORDS - There are two places in these exercises that 

require a user password:

a. BASE ACCOUNT PASSWORD  is used for access to WL2K web mail or Telpac 

registration on the www.winlink.org web site.  It is also used in Post 

Office Properties window when configuring e-mail accounts for the Paclink 

AGW computer.  This password was established in Assignment #5 when first 

accessing your web mail account.  This password must be used in Post Office 

Properties when (1) generating a ham call account with an -SSID or (2) 

deleting any WL2K e-mail account from this computer.

b. E-MAIL ACCOUNT PASSWORD is used in Post Office Properties and Account 

windows and in the E-mail client.  It is important to note that this 

password has absolutely nothing to do with security at any level!  In order 

for Post Office to automatically establish an e-mail account in Outlook 

Express a password for the account is required by OE.  It is recommended 

this password be the same for all WL2K e-mail accounts associated with this 

computer.

INSTALLING PACLINK POST OFFICE

With Outlook Express NOT RUNNING and with the computer on the internet:

1.  START/RUN or double click on Packlink Post Office install.exe.  This is 

a Winzip self extactor.

2. At the Winzip window - use BROWSE and unzip these files to c:/hold.

CLOSE the Winzip window.

3.  START/RUN - browse to c:/hold/setup.exe and click OK, then at the first 

install screen click NEXT

4. Select install folder window - take default install folder and click on 

EVERYONE then NEXT and defaults through FINISH.

5. At the Desktop double click on the Post Office Icon - watch for the thin 

update window to appear then disappear.  (The computer needs to be on the 

internet for this.)

6.  Properties Window.  Take default install location and fill in the 

following.

Radio callsign for this Paclink Site

   Callsign -       Use the same call sign as in Airmail.

   Password -   This is for the e-mail account (3.b. above.)

  Password for Base callsign - Your WL2K web mail access password. (This may 

not be required for this exercise.)

CMS Sites - take defaults

E-mail Client Access and Ports

     Check Local or LAN

     Take default for port numbers

Auto Update Configuration

     Never - Use if computer is not normally on the internet when used.

     User Prompt @ Startup - Use if this computer is normally on the 

         internet.

     Automatic - Use this if the computer is run at an unattended site.

    Take the default User Prompt @ Startup unless there is a 

       compelling reason not to.

Click on UPDATE when all fields have been reviewed.

In a short while, depending on your internet speed and other factors, you 

should receive a confirmation from WL2K of success.  Click OK.

You will receive notice that an account has been made in Outlook Express OE. 

Read the instructions then click OK

Post Office Main Window - click on ACCOUNTS

Paclink User Accounts Window - in the <add new account> window use the 

draw-down arrow, highlight the Base Account you just configured to confirm 

it is there.

Click CLOSE.  Minimize the Post Office main screen. 

(Leave Post Office running.)

6.  Using Windows Explorer remove all files from the c:\hold folder.

CONFIGURING OUTLOOK EXPRESS FOR THIS NEW ACCOUNT.

1.  Start Outlook Express- A window requiring the E-mail Password for the 

new account should appear.  Fill in the password from Post Office, be sure 

remember password is checked and click OK.

In OE across the top click on Tools/Accounts then Mail tab.  This will 

provide a list of all e-mail accounts in OE.  One will be the new one just 

configured in Post Office Properties - your callsign.

2.  Highlight the new account, and then click on Properties on the right 

side.

Mail Account - This is the way this account will be identified in the list 

of accounts on this machine (Tools/Options/Mail above.)  You can change this 

to Ham Radio Account, or what ever, or leave it defaulted.

User Information

Name - This is what will appear as 'from' in e-mails sent from this account.

Organization - Leave blank

E-mail Address -This must be the e-mail address of this account 

@winlink.org.

Reply address - Leave blank

Include this account when receiving mail or synchronizing - This box must be 

checked if you want this new account to poll the Post Office for e-mail to 

send/receive with the WL2K system.

Check APPLY if you made any changes in this window.

4.  Click on SERVERS Tab and confirm the following:

Incoming server is a POP3

Incoming and Outgoing are both 'localhost'

Account Name - From Post Office Account (your call in this case.)

Password - should be xxxxx (saved)

Remember password and My server requires authentication must be checked.

Check APPLY if you made any changes in this window.

5. Click on CONNECTIONS tab.

Check Always connect to this account using this connection.

The default will likely be satisfactory. Just remember where to find this if 

trouble shooting is required.  Most default to Local Area Network.

Check APPLY if you made any changes in this window. Then work your way back 

to the Internet accounts Mail tab and Close, returning to the main Outlook 

Express window.

CONFIRMING LINK BETWEEN OUTLOOK EXPESS AND POST OFFICE.

1.  Across the top of the OE main window there is an icon Send/Recv.  In the 

right side of that icon is a pull down arrow.  Click on the arrow.

You should see a selection of actions and a list of e-mail accounts.

2. Click on the new account you just created.

If you do not get an error message - you have completed this assignment 

successfully and can advance to REPORT below.

ERROR?  Check step 11 in the Paclink Post Office Installation.  Post Office 

must be running.

Still doesn't work?  Using IE, check to be sure there is a c:\program 

files\accounts\yourcall folder, where yourcall is the name for this account.

CONFIGURING OUTLOOK FOR THIS NEW ACCOUNT.

Go to FILES section and look for Outlook for Paclink.

REPORT  Using your normal e-mail account (the one you use for this Yahoo

Configuring Microsoft Outlook (not Outlook Express) for use with Paclink AGW

It is suggested you review CONFIGURING OUTLOOK EXPRESS in Assignment #6.

Since you'll be using Outlook with Paclink AGW you'll need to remember the 

@winlink.org email account name you established in Post Office Properties 

and the E-mail account password for it.  The user name would be something 

such as suggested for Account Name in Outlook Express in Assignment #6.

Most likely you initially established a Winlink email account as your 

callsign without any -ssid.

Now - the setup instructions for Outlook.

Open Outlook and on the top bar click on "Tools", then on "E-mail Accounts".

A setup wizard screen will pop up and you'll click on "Add a new e-mail 

account", then "Next>".

The next screen will ask you to choose a Server Type.  Choose "POP3", then 

"Next>".

On the next screen that pops up you'll fill in the Internet E-mail Settings 

(POP3).

Under "User Information" and "Your Name:" put anything you wish here, your 

name, callsign, etc.  Next block, "E-mail Address:" is important.  Put your 

@winlink.org e-mail address here, most likely callsign@winlink.org.

Under "Server Information" for both "Incoming (POP3)" and "Outgoing(SMTP)" 

enter Localhost.

Under "Logon Information" put your winlink account name and winlink 

password.  Check the "Remember Password" box.  DO NOT CHECK (or uncheck it 

if it is checked) the "Log on using Secure Password Authentication (SPA)" 

box.

Click on "More Settings" button.  Under the "General" tab make sure 

"Localhost" appears in the Mail Account block. It should be there by 

default.  Nothing else is needed under this tab.

Go to the next tab, "Outgoing Server" and check the boxes for "My outgoing 

server (SMTP) requires authentication" and "Use same settings as my incoming 

mail server". Nothing else is needed under this tab.

Go to the next tab, "Connection" and make sure the box "Connect using my 

local area network (LAN)" is checked.  Nothing else is needed under this 

tab.

On the next tab, "Advanced" nothing but the defaults are needed.

Click "OK" which brings you back to the "Internet E-mail Settings (POP3)" 

screen.  If you want to use the "Test Account Settings." button to check 

your settings I believe you need to have Post Office running and you may 

need to be on the internet if you have other accounts synchronized. When you've 

finished click "Next>", then click "Finish" and you should be done.
